GODWIN BAND BOOSTER COMMITTEES

CHAPERONES 

Parents are needed to accompany students on all band activities.  For the most part, our band cannot go anywhere or do anything without the support of our parent chaperones.  This includes summer Car Washes, Band Camp, all Football Games, the Christmas Parade, Competitions and the Spring Trip.  Duties include “everything that is needed” from carrying water jugs to the stands to dispensing medical supplies and medicines as specified on student medical forms.  Chaperones coordinate and serve meals before games and on trips and generally ensure the students’ safety and well-being while traveling and on trips.  Again, if the band members need it, the Chaperones do it.

CONCESSIONS 

This committee acts as a fundraiser and at the same time a student convenience.  Parent volunteers are present at Band Camp, after-school practices and at the football games to sell refreshments to our band members.  In addition, whenever we host a competition at our school, concessions are available throughout the day.  We sell food and drinks to the participants and their audience as a fund raiser.  
EQUIPMENT 

No band travels light, and Godwin Eagles are no different!  We have massive amounts of equipment that must be moved from the band room or our storage shed to the location where the band is practicing or performing.  For home football games equipment is moved to the stadium before the game, to the field at halftime and then back to the band room.  For away games, competitions and the spring trip, the equipment must be loaded into the trailer or truck for transportation to the performance site and the return back to Godwin.  Equipment to be moved includes all of our large musical equipment (marimbas, percussion pieces, tubas) as well as color guard flags, rifles and sabers.  During spring trip uniforms and equipment used by the marching band, jazz band, concert bands, and winter guard are also transported by the equipment committee.

FRESHMAN/NEWCOMER  LIAISONS

These are “veteran” band parents who know the ins and outs of the band’s operation, yet realize how confusing some of our activities (or lingo!) can be to newcomers to the band.  Liaisons are available to answer the questions and concerns of new band students or new band parents.  Don’t ever hesitate to contact a liaison or a board member if you have questions.
GUARDMOMS (OR DADS!)
These folks are like Chaperones in that they do whatever is required to support the color guard.  Some of their responsibilities include chaperoning guard practices, mending uniforms, carrying jackets, fixing hairdos or assisting with makeup, and rolling flags after performances.
HOSPITALITY

This committee is responsible for organizing the Band Camp Picnic, Senior Night Dinner and the Spring Band Banquet, all very enjoyable events for band students and their parents. They also coordinate the donation, set-up and clean-up of refreshments served at all our concerts. 

MEMBERSHIP 

This committee is responsible for encouraging all band families to become Booster members and for tracking memberships.  As a Booster member you are given the opportunity to participate in our organization’s decision making and to get involved by chaperoning band events such as football games, competitions, and the spring trip.  In addition to Regular Membership, we also offer Associate Memberships for friends and relatives and Alumni Memberships to former Godwin Band members.  
NEWSLETTER 

The Newsletter is a publication sent electronically to Band Booster members on a regular basis throughout the year to keep members updated on upcoming events, volunteer opportunities, and important deadlines. The newsletter editor is responsible for gathering information, preparing the newsletter and mailing it electronically (via an email distribution list) to Booster members.
PHOTOGRAPHY 

These “snap happy” folks are responsible for taking pictures at all band events and organizing them for the Tribute Book, newsletter, and the keepsake photo books given to seniors at the May banquet.  They also encourage parents who attend band functions to share with the committee electronic copies or extra prints of pictures they’ve taken. 
TRIBUTE BOOK 

This committee produces a Tribute Book each year dedicated to our seniors, but including all band members, as a means of documenting the band’s activities as a keepsake for the students.  The effort to create this book is massive:  Since this project is fully self-supporting, ads must be sold (and sometimes formatted) and money collected; pictures must be collected, scanned, identified and captioned; written tributes are collected from parents and students and typed.  The distribution of the Tribute Book is one of the most anticipated events of the year.
UNIFORMS 

The dedicated chairs and members of this committee work with Mr. Auman to ensure that we have a sufficient inventory of marching, concert, and jazz band uniforms and that they are well maintained and fit the students properly.  This committee arranges for the band T-shirt to be made, coordinates ordering “class jackets”, and oversees the uniform operation before, after and during every football game, competition, parade, etc.  The Uniform Committee members make our band LOOK GOOD!
WAYS & MEANS 

This committee is chaired by the 2nd Vice President of the Boosters and is responsible for coordinating the many fund raising efforts we have throughout the year.  Fund raisers are designated for the purpose of supporting the Booster organization, or for providing opportunities for students to raise money for their individual accounts to support the cost of transportation to competitions and the spring trip.
